Proposed Itinerary: A TOUR OF SLOVENIA

DAy 1 ARRIVE TO LIUBLUANA

Upon arrival to Ljubljana you will be met and taken to your centrally located hotel. For the rest of the day relax or begin
your exploration of the Slovenian capital.

DAY 2 LJUBLJANA-OTOCEC-KOSTANJEVICA-MOKRICE

Depart Ljubljana around noon and drive along the deep green Krka River to Otocec, an island in the middle of the river.
Continue to Kostanjevica to visit the castle, with an art gallery, and on to Mokrice for a candle-lit dinner in a castle hotel.
DAY 3 MOKRICE-OLIMUE-ROGATEC-ROGASKA SLATINA

Drive north through the Bizeljsko wine region. Enjoy wine tasting at one of the many wineries. Continue to Olimlje and
visit one of Europe’s oldest pharmacies, and in Rogatec visit the open-air heritage museum.

DAY 4 ROGASKA SLATINA-PTUJ-ZRECE

Free morning to explore the lovely parks and trails of this well known health resort. Continue to Ptuj, the oldest town in
Slovenia. Visit the well preserved town center and its medieval castle.

DAY 5 ZReCE-KAMNIK-BLED-KRANJSKA GORA

Morning drive to Logar-Valley, a lovely national park. Visit the Rinka Waterfalls and continue through the picturesque
Tuhinje Valley to Kamnik, a romantic little town surrounded by the Alps. Afternoon drive to Bled, the pearl of the Alpine
region. Dinner and overnight at the Hotel Kompas in Kranjska Gora, a well-known ski resort near the Austrian-Italian
border.

DAY 6 KRANJSKA GORA-VRSIC-NOVA GORICA

After breakfast, drive over the Vrsic Pass (1611 metres) into the Trenta Valley through which one of the most beautiful
European river flows. enjoy the Alpine vistas and visit the WWI museum in Kobarid, holding an impressive collection of
the largest Alpine battle in history. On the way to southward through the Soca Valley a short stop at Most na Soci, a lake
on the emerald greed alpine river. Dinner with wine tasting in Goriska Brda, one of the most popular wine growing
reigions in Slovenia.

DAY 7 NOVA GORICA-STANJEL-SKOCJAN CAVES-LIPICA-PIRAN-PORTOROZ

This morning is reserved for the Karst region. Walk through a typical Karst village, Stanjel, to visit a farm and see how the
famous Slovenian prosciutto (dried ham) is prepared, and taste the regional Teran wine. Continue to Lipica and visit the
stud farm, then on to Skocjan to visit the wonders of the Karst underworld, the caves a part of the Unesco heritage since
1986. Afternoon drive to the Slovene coast. Walk through the narrow streets of the picturesque town of Piran, with its
strong Venetian influence.

DAY 8 PORTOROZ-LIUBLJANA

After breakfast, you will be driven back to Ljubljana. The rest of the day is free for last-minute shopping or to visit one of
the city’s many museums.

DAY 9 LJUBUJANA-END OF TOUR

After breakfast transfer to the airport, or continue the tour to one of the neighbouring countries.

DAY1 LJUBUANA
Arrival in Slovenia and first visit the capital city of Slovenia. Some time for exploring
the Ljubljana Old Town with its incredible baroque buildings and lively centre. By
famous funicular we’ll visit Ljubljana Castle overlooking the City of Dragon and
optional river cruise sail along river Ljubljanica.
Free or time at leisure in the capital of Slovenia. In
the afternoon drive to Lake Bled. A sightseeing
tour of Bled features the charming town with the
lakeshore and imposing Bled Castle, perched on a
cliff high above the lake. We'll continue the tour
to the other Alpine beauty — Lake Bohinj. You will visit the Sheppard’s museum and
taste the best Slovenian cheese. Overnight in Bled.

DAY2 BLED - KRANJSKA GORA - VRSIC PASS — SOCA RIVER CANYON — BRDA

From Bled we drive through Radovna River valley towards the largest Slovenian ski
resort — Kranjska Gora. We take a short brake. We continue towards the mountain pass
Vrsi¢ (1611 m), which is located at the center of Triglav National Park. From Vrsi¢, we
ascend into the Trenta Valley, home of the well known Soca River. We will visit the
spring of the river Soca, which with the blue-green color enchants even the most
exacting visitors. Optionaly we propose rafting on one of the most beautiful Alpine
rivers. Or mount the cable to Mount Kanin and enjoy the scenic views. For history buffs
there’s an award winning museum of the WW1 in Kobarid, featuring a very vivid
exhibition of the events that took place during the biggest mountain battle in human
history. Overnight in Brda, the well known wine growing region located on the border
with Italy.

DAY3 KARST REGION — SKOCJAN CAVES - PIRAN

After breakfast drive through the heart of Karst region, passing Komen, Dutovlje and
Tomaj, the birth place of our famous poet Srecko Kosovel. Through Sezana we will
continue to the Region Park of Skocjanske jame (Caves of Skocjan). After the visit of this
world famous karst wonder, which is on UNESCO’s World Heritage List, we will drive over
Crni Kal to Slovenian Istria. We will visit a small village of Hrastovlje and the Church of
Holy Trinity with the famous fresco of the Dance of the Death. We will have some more
free time in the seaside city of Piran, where you can walk through the mystic streets or
visit one of the numerous coffeehouses that this medieval city offers. This pleasant break
will follow the drive (for additional payment
by boat Solinarka) to the Nature Park
Secoveljske Soline (The Secovlje Salina). In
the Ethnographical Museum we will get to
! know, how the salt has been produced since
the early beglnnlngs till today. In the nearby village Sveti Peter we will visit
the remarkable Tonina-house, which owns the original oil press from the
beginnings of the last century. We will conclude this evening with a dinner in a
famous tourist farm. Overnight in Piran.

DAY4 PIRAN-ZAGREB
Drive past Ljubljana to Sticna monastery, to check one of the finest gothic monuments in Slovenia. Then on to Otocec, to
admire the beautiful river island. From here it'’s merely half an hour more and you will reach Zagreb, the capital of
Croatia.
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SLOVENIA FAMILIARITY TOUR

DAY 1 ARRIVAL TO LUUBLJANA

Morning arrival to Ljubljana, the capital of
Slovenia. Lunch. Afternoon sightseeing tour of
the city including a funicular ride to the Castle
and its tower.

After breakfast departure to Postojna cave to examine this number 1 attraction in
Slovenia. Slovenia has some 10.000 caves and is also the the home territory of the Karst
region. The beautiful Postojna cave is touristicly most visited receiving over half a million
tourists every year. Lunch in a typical karst
village with the inspection of the
prosciutto drying place. Afternoon visit of
the original Lipizza stud farm with the performance of High dressage school.
In the afternoon descent to Slovene coastline, short visit of the Venetian
town of Piran and overnight in Portorose (Lifeclass hotels5* boast the most
comprehensive wellness and spa resort in EV

urope).

Day 4 DEPARTURE
End of services.
(Optionally morning departure to the airport (either Ljubljana, Zagreb or Venice).
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A DELIGHTFUL SLOVENIA
4 nights
DAY 1 MARIBOR
Arrival to Maribor and sight-seeing of this second largest town in Slovenia (the European Cultural Capital of 2012),
nestled along the river Drava, with visits to the world’s oldest, more than 400 years old wine tree, a ride with a
wooden raft on the Drava river and a ropeway visit to the nearby Pohorje mountain (popular winter resort) to
enjoy the vistas of Maribor and the vicinity. Overnight in the hotel in Maribor

DAy 2 MARIBOR — ZICE MONASTERY — SLOVENSKE KONJICE — SKOMARJE - MARIBOR

We depart from Maribor and drive to St. John The Baptist Valley with its mighty Zi¢e
Carthusian Monastery, offering a mysterious serenity that allows visitors a retreat from
civilization. The monastery from 1165 is a unique monument to the history of the life of
monks. It was closed in the 18th century, but the monks’ houses, dining room, kitchen,
and church remained. After the visit of St. Mary’s Church we go to nearby Gastuz that
through the centuries welcomed travellers who were not allowed to enter the
monastery into its safe shelter. In Gastuz we enjoy a delicious “monasteries” snack and
. drink the so-called “Elixir of Long Life”. We admire the remnants of once mighty
monastic architecture and the fascinating herbal garden. In the town of Slovenske Konjice we will visit a reknowned
winegrower and have a degustation of his esteemed wines. The nearby village Skomarje is a remarkable monument of
ethnological heritage and offers an interesting insight into rural architecture. Excellent dinner is prepared for us at the
tourist farm with interesting deer breeding grounds. Full of impressions we return to the hotel in Maribor.

DAY 3 MARIBOR — KOROSKA REGION — DRAVA RIVER - LUBUANA

Morning departure to KoroSka region. We will visit the exciting church of Legen, where
through the glass floor we will be able to see the remaints of an early Slavic settlement. From
here we will continue upstream the Drava river and embark on a floss. Musicians and good
food will accompany us during the descent of the river. Having mastered the river, a visit to
the local brewery is going to be well deserved. The departure towards Ljubljana. Check-in in
the hotel and departure for the typical Slovene evening including a delicious dinner.

DAY 4 LIUBUANA — STANJEL — NOVA GORICA — GOCE - LIUBLANA

After breakfast departure past Postojna (optional visit of the cave) to a small but
amiable town of Stanjel, probably the oldest settlement on Karst, with Renaissance-
Baroque castle, late Gothic church and numerous stonemasonry elements that make
the impression even more interesting. In the neighbouring village of Kobjeglava we will
visit the ham curing plant and taste the delicious “prsut” with teran, a specific red
wine from Karst region. After a stroll through the town we will continue to Nova Gorica
and visit the monastery, where the last French king
is buried. After the visit of the Monastery and its
interesting old library we will finish the evening in Goce, known for its numerous wine
cellars. Of course, we will also visit one and try their best wines. In the mean time a
delicious dinner in a typical local restaurant will already be ready. In a good mood we

shall return to our hotel in Ljubljana.

DAY5  DEPARTURE
Check-out from the hotel. Morning sight-seeing of Ljubljana (optional). Transfer to the airport and departure.
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A DELIGHTFUL SLOVENIA - IN-DEPTH
6nights
DAy 1 LJUBUANA
Evening arrival to Ljubljana, the capital of Slovenia. Check-in the hotel, dinner and
overnight.

DAY 2 LJUBUANA — VELIKA PLANINA (OR SKOFJA LOKA) - UUBLJANA

Morning city tour of Ljubljana with the visit of the castle and its museum (new
interesting interactive museum on the history of Ljubljana) and the tower. We will ride
with an interesting funicular to get to the castle and back. Walk through the old town
(option boat ride along the river or visit some of the museums or art galleries) with the
visit of the Cathedral. Free for shopping or at leisure.

In the afternoon depart to Velika planina plain (lift by cable) for a walk in the beautiful nature where shepherds have
some very interesting and authentic cottages Ring a bell at the church of Mary of the Snow (Marija SneZna). Alternative is
the visit of the medieval Skofja Loka with its castle and nearby Crngrob church with very important medieaval frescoes in
Slovenia. Return to the hotel, dinner and overnight.

DAy 3 LUUBLIANA — MARIBOR — PTUJSKA GORA -LJUBLJIANA

- Morning drive to the second biggest town in Slovenia, Maribor and sightseeing of
the town (incl. visit of the Cathedral, Plague monument, one of the two Synagogues
in Slovenia, the eldest wine tree in the world). After lunch drive to nearby Ptuj. Walk
around the old town and up to the castle. Visit of the interesting wine cellars and
degustation of delicious wines. Then on to Ptujska gora, the beautiful gothic church
(with multi-media presentation). Return to Ljubljana, dinner and overnight.

DAY 4 LJUBLJANA — BLED — KRANJSKA GORA — KOBARID — IDRIJA - UUBLIANA
Departure to Gorenjska region and visit Bled
(with castle and boat to the island with the
church and wish-fulfilling bell). On to Kranjska gora and across the mountain pass
of Vrsic () at the scenic mountain treck down to the Soca valley. In Kobarid visit of
the very informative and well constructed Museum on 1st world war (in the first
world war Soca valley was a sight of the biggest mountain battle in the world
history, with Hemingway and Rommel being some of the participants). On the
way back we can check Idrija, the mining town (candidate for UNESCO), then
back to Ljubljana late in the evening. Dinner and overnight.

DAY 5 LJUBUANA — STIENA — OTOCEC — KOSTANJEVICA NA KRKI — OLIMJA MONASTERY - UUBLIANA

Morning drive to the south-eastern part of Slovenia, Dolenjska region. Stop in an old cisterian abbey of Sticna. Then on to

the beautiful river island Otocec, with a medieval castle now converted to a 5* hotel. A bit further down along Krka river

are Slovene Venice, Kostanjevica on Krka. Walk around the castle and the open-air museum. Optional degustation of

champagne in the Bizeljsko region. Then on to the spas Olimje to check out the old monastery and its old phamarcy (the

third eldest in Europe). Next to it is a chocolate production, a brewery (optional) and the farm of deers (possibilities of
having dinner there). Return to Ljubljana.

DAY 6 LJUBLJANA — POSTOJNA CAVE — SKOCJAN — LIPICA — PIRAN - LUUBLJANA
Departure to Postojna with a visit of world-famous cave. Then on to Skocjan, the
beautiful stone town and through the Karst region to Lipica (if visit to the original
stud farm of Lipizza horses with maybe the presenation of the "spanish riding
school technique" is interesting. On to the Seaside and the visit of the venetian
town of Piran. Return to Ljubljana in the evening, dinner and overnight.

DAY 7 DEPARTURE
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TOUR OF SLOVENIA FOR LADIES
5 nights
DAY 1 ARRIVALTO LIUBLIANA
Arrival to Ljubljana airport. Drive to Ljubljana for a panoramic city tour before hotel check-in. A short coffee break in the
city center and a taste of traditional cake with coffee.

Arrival to Ljubljana Airport and transfer to Lake Bled.

DAy 1 LJUBLJANA AIRPORT-LAKE BLED
Arrival to Ljubljana Airport and transfer to Lake Bled.

Dubrovnik is one of the world’s best preserved walled cities and therefore under UNESCO
protection. It will welcome you with a typical Dalmatian hospitality.

DAY 2 DUBROVNIK

Morning sightseeing tour will focus on the beautifully preserved medieval town with its imposing city walls. Among the
highlights is the Rector’s Palace, Franciscan Monastery, which houses one of the oldest pharmacies in Europe. Afternoon
free at leisure to explore the narrow cobbled streets of old city on your own.

DAy 3 DUBROVNIK-SPLIT

Heading north along the Adriatic to Split to explore the massive palace built by the 4th century Roman emperor Diocletian
as his retirement home which is also on the list of UNESCO World Heritage Sites. Over time the city has encroached into
the corners and crannies of the palace; shopkeepers and tiny restaurants now make their home within its massive walls.

DAy 4 SPLIT-TROGIR-PLITVICE NATIONAL PARK

After breakfast, head north along the Dalmatian coast to Trogir, originally founded as a Greek colony in the 3rd century
BC. Here we walk along the marble-covered streets to see the portal of the St. Lawrence Cathedral. Then it’s on to the
beautiful Plitvice Lakes National Park.

DAY 5 PLITVICE NATIONAL PARK

Walking through the natural splendor of the Plitvice Lakes National Park, one explores the breathtaking scenery of this
natural wonder of 16 terraced lakes surrounded by thickly wooded mountains and lush vegetation. Each of the falls is at a
different elevation and feeds into the next through a series of spectacular cascades and frothing waterfalls. Afternoon at
leisure, to explore the wonders of the national park.

DAY 6 PLITVICE-POSTOJNA-BLED

A return to the coast to the beautiful Bay of Kvarner and its popular resort Opatija. Then on North to Postojna, home of
he largest caves in Europe. A fantastic subterranean world will be toured by miniature electric train and on foot.
Afterwards continuation to Bled in the Julian Alps.

DAY 7 BLED — LJUBLJANA - BLED

Morning drive to Slovenia’s capital to enjoy tour of the city that is filled with churches and fin-de-siecle palaces —
reminders of the town’s baroque Austro-Hungarian days. Ljubljana’s castle and Roman ruins speak of even earlier rulers.
The charming old town nestled between the castle hill and the Ljubljanica River is reached by the Tromostovje “the triple
bridge.” In the afternoon we return to Bled to tour this lake resort with included visit to the Castle, perched on the cliff
high above the lake.

DAY 6 SIBIU - SIGHISOARA - BRASOV

After breakfast, sightseeing tour of Sibiu, once the richest town in Transylvania. During the tour you will see the Huet
Square, the Large Square, the Evangelical Cathedral, the Liars' Bridge and others. Continue towards Sighisoara, the best
preserved medieval city in South-Eastern Europe, for sightseeing tour including entrance to the famous Clock Tower
Museum. Continue to Brasov, walking tour of Brasov including the visit of the First Romanian School with an impressive
collection of rare books. Accommodation and dinner in a local restaurant.

DAY 7 BRASOV - BUCHAREST

Following breakfast departure towards Bran. Visit of the Bran Castle made famous by Bram Stoker's novel as the
residence of the vampire count, Dracula. Continue to Bucharest and stop in Peles Castle built as the summer residence of
King Carol I. Afterwards continue to the 17th century Sinaia Monastery and to Bucharest. After arrival accommodation at
your hotel and dinner.

DAy 8 BUCHAREST

Get acquainted with the Romanian capital, once nicknamed “Little Paris”. During the tour you will visit the Parliament
Palace, the second largest building in the world after the Pentagon and the National Treasure. Listen how the Romanian
people finally succeeded to topple the last communist dictator in Eastern Europe in the Revolution Square. Your tour will
bring you also to the Romanian Athenaeum, the Opera House, the National Military Club, the Military Academy,
Triumphal Arch and The Village Museum. Farewell dinner with folklore show.)

DAY 9 DEPART BUCHAREST
After breakfast you have some time at leisure until the departure transfer to the airport for your flight home.

DAY 1 ARRIVAL TO ATHENS

of Athens.

DAY 2 ATHENS

See the highlights of Athens this morning on a sightseeing tour. This cosmopolitan and bustling capital city is set amidst
reminders of a long and glorious past: graceful temples, centuries-old monasteries, and ornate Byzantine churches. Visit
the immortal Acropolis, the Parthenon, the Erectheion with the Porch of the Maidens, the Temple of Athena Nike and the
Wingless Victory.

After breakfast, admire the fantastic landscapes of Meteora, known as "the rocks that fell from the sky." Here monks built
their rock-top monasteries, far away from civilization. Of the 13 large and 20 small monasteries and hermit’s cells, only 4
are now active. The most important is Megalo or Great Meteoro, of peculiar architecture with its tall and intricate dome,
12 sides and fine frescoes. Continue across the border to Macedonia, and on to Ohrid.

DAY 5 OHRID — TIRANA

The lakeside resort of Ohrid is an important cultural and spiritual center, classified as a UNESCO World Heritage site. Start
your morning sightseeing tour with a walk through the cobblestone streets of the old town. Visit the Cathedral of St.
Sofia, containing some magnificent frescoes from the 10th century. In the early afternoon, travel to Tirana, the capital of
Albania.

DAY 6 TIRANA
On the morning sightseeing tour, see the Skanderbeg Square, the Mosque of Et’hem Bey, the Clock Tower, and the statue
of G.K. Skanderbeg, Albania’s national hero; the Palace of Culture, built with Soviet assistance; and the National History
Museum, with a mosaic on its facade portraying Albanian history. Your afternoon is free to continue exploring on your
own, shop, or just relax.

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DAY 4 - BLED — DAY FOR REST, SIGHTSEEING

Today we have a day of rest in famous spa resort Bled. We recommend to visitors, who are interested in
learning something more about Bled, to take a sightseeing tour around this resort. Bled was discovered by the
tourists in the middle of the 19th century, after a Swiss doctor Arnold Rikli built a climactic health centre there.

Bled is often mentioned as the pearl of the Alpine region. It is unique
with its emerald-green lake, a church on the island in the middle of the
lake and a medieval castle from the 11th century, perched on a cliff
above the lake.

After a bus ride around the lake a guided tour of Bled castle will start.
Then you will be taken by Bled's typical "pletna" boat to the island.

DAY 5 LAKE BOHINJ - SAVICA WATERFALL — KOMNA — TRIGLAV LAKES (5 H WALK)

First we take a look at Savica waterfall, Sava Bohinjka’s spring that is the source
of Lake Bohinj. Then we will use a gravel path made by soldiers in WW1 to climb
Komna and from here on over a few solitary mountains to the mountain hut
near Triglav lakes, where we will spend the night in the mountain hut.

Altitudes: Savica waterfall (653m), Komna (1520 m), Triglav lakes (1685 m)

DAY 6: TRIGLAV LAKES — STAPCE — ZELNARICA — PLANINA OVEARIJA — PLANINA NEAR THE LAKE —BLATO MOUNTAIN:
5H

The only difficult spot of this trip are a few meters of ladder (steps), near the

peak of Stapce pass. Then we take an easy path across mountains to Blato

Mountain, where transport awaits.

Altitudes: Triglav Lakes: 1685 m (Mountain hut near Triglav lakes), Stapce: 1851

m, Planina Ovcarija: 1660 m, Planina pri jezeru: 1453 m (Planina near the lake

mountain hut), Blato Mountain: 1147 m.

Followed by transfer to Bled and overnight.

DAy 7 VRSIC PASS — SOCA RIVER CANYON — BovEC — CYCLING TOUR

From Bled we drive through Radovna River valley towards the largest
Slovenian ski resort — Kranjska Gora. After a short break we continue
towards the mountain pass Vrsi¢ (1611 m), which is located at the center
of Triglav National Park. From Vrsi¢, we ascend into the Trenta Valley,
home of the well known Soca River. Our bicycling tour for today starts
here. The tour takes us through the idyllic alpine surrounding of the Trenta
Valley, from the spring, along the river-bed, past KluZze Fort, all the way to
Bovec. We spend the night in Bovec.
Bicycle track length: approximately 30 km, approximate time of duration: 3
—4 hours
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DAy 8 SOCA RIVER VALLEY

Bovec, where in a well-known sports centre the experienced masters of
“rafting” will already wait for us. Dressed in special clothes and
equipped with life jacket, helmets and informed about the river and
“rafting” we will set out on our entertaining journey. After the last
descent the instructors will reward us with special recognition.

You can chose canyoning as an optional tour.

If you prefer heights to the river rapids you will have a wonderful
opportunity to climb on Mount Kanin. With a cable car we will ascend
on the height of approximate 2.400 m and in good weather we will
enjoy the pure mountain air and breathtaking view. Full of beautiful impressions we will turn back to the valley
where we will join to the rest of the group having a diverting picnic at the emerald river. If we won’t be too
tired of all these adventures, we will visit also the spring of the river So¢a, which with the blue-green color
enchants even the most exacting visitors.

For history buffs in the nearby village of Kobarid you can check the award winning WW1 museum — this area
witnessed the largest mountain battle in human history with Rommel and Hemigway being present.

DAY 9 KARST REGION — SKOCJAN CAVES - PIRAN - SIGHTSEEING

After breakfast drive through the heart of Karst region (the orginal Karst, after
which all such terrain types around the world got their name), passing Komen,
Dutovlje and Tomaj, the birth place of our famous poet Srecko Kosovel. Through
SeZana we will continue to the Region Park of Skocjanske jame (Caves of Skocjan).
After the visit of this world famous karst wonder, which is on UNESCQO’s World
Heritage List, we will drive over Crni Kal to Slovenian Istria. We will visit a small
village of Hrastovlje and the Church of Holy Trinity with the famous fresco of the
Dance of the Dead. We will have some more free time in the seaside city of Piran,
where you can walk through the mystic streets or visit one of the numerous

e coffeehouses that this medieval city offers. This pleasant break will follow the drive
(for additional payment by boat Solinarika) to the Nature Park Secovljske Soline (The Secovlje Salina). In the
Ethnographical Museum we will get to know how the salt was produced since the early beginnings till today.
(optional). In the nearby village Sveti Peter we will visit the remarkable Tonina-house, which owns the original
oil press from the beginnings of the last century. On your request we will conclude this gathering with a dinner
in a famous tourist farm.

DAY 10 PIRAN —FIESA — SCUBA DIVING OR RIDING THE HYDROFOIL

In the morning we drive to the Slovenian coast,
where we dress into diving-suits, put on masks
and breathing devices and perform intro dive in
Fiesa or ride the hydrofoil. If the water is warm,
there will be plenty of time also for sunbathing
and swimming.
